He is called
the Kine or Beasrs. The
lioness is smaller than the
lion, and has no mane.




The leopard is a native of
Asia and Africa. He is a-
bout 4 feet in length. His
coat 1y very brilliant, and the
spots are disposed in clusters
of four or five. Heis a fierce
animal, and attacks both man
and beast. They are hunted
principally for the sake of
their skins, which are valua-
ble, and applied to various
ornamental uses.
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The elephant is a native of
the warmer parts of As

Africa.  He is the larges:
land animal in the world, va~
rying from 9 to 12 feet in
beight. T'wo long tusks pro-
ceed from his upper jaw, of
100 pounds weight, or more,
which he uses to defend him-
self against his encmies. Be
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tween the tusks is his trunk.
This is several feet long, and
by means of it he conveys all
his food and drink to his
mouth. With it he can pick
up a pin,
cork bottle
door. A single. blow of his
trunk will kill a man.
